The title track to the EP "White Birds" has the same lofty quality, but 
Fimm has migrated to a warmer climate. Soft tones invitingly gurgle as she artfully 
positions each synthesizer, their gossamer sounds gently resonating. Violins join in, dipping 
and sawing with carefree ease.
